Instructions for the candidates 

1. The Admit Card should be produced at the time of examination. 

2. No one shall be allowed to enter inside the examination centre after 15 

minutes of commencement of examination. 

3. Failure to comply the instructions provided for in the question paper shall entail 

rejection of candidature. 

4. (A) Tabs, pagers, smart watch or any other communication devices,  

except mobile phones are not allowed inside the examination hall. 

(B) You are advised not to bring any of the banned items including 

tabs/pagers to the venue of the examination, as arrangements for safe 

keeping thereof cannot be assured. 

(C) Candidates are expected to have a valid e-mail ID and they are 

permitted to bring their mobile phone with them, which they shall 

deposit with the invigilator and shall use the same with his (invigilator’s) 

permission only to verify OTP, if any, for accessing their e-mail ID in 

case of requirement. 

(D) Use of a mobile phone by a candidate for any other purpose and in any 

other manner, not in accordance with the instruction imparted herein 

above shall make the candidature of such candidate liable for rejection. 

5. His/her admission to the examination is provisional and subject to the 

condition that in case any defect is noticed subsequently the candidature of the 

candidate shall be rejected. 

6. The typing test is to be done on the computers only. The candidates need not 

bring any type writer with them. 

7. Non-production of original career certificates (in support of educational 

qualification, etc.) photo copies of which had been furnished by the candidates 

along with the application forms may result in invalidation of candidature.  

8. Any candidate violating any of the preceding instructions or detected in the act 

of copying or taking recourse to or attempt to use other unfair means during 

examination hours will be liable to immediate expulsion from the examination 

hall and/or to such other punishment as the committee may decide. 

9. No TA or DA will be paid for attending the examination. 

10. You are advised to wear masks positively while entering into the examination 

centre and to follow the guidelines of the Government in respect of COVID-19 

while inside the examination centre.
